
§ 176.50   Acceptance of damaged or leaking packages.

A carrier may not transport by vessel any package that is so damaged as to permit the escape of its contents, that appears to have 
leaked, or that gives evidence of failure to properly contain the contents unless it is restored or repaired to the satisfaction of the 
master of the vessel. A package containing radioactive materials (other than low specific activity materials) may not be repaired or 
restored.
